1. RANGE FLAG:
The range flag should be raised when; enteringahge to shoot or “when the range is
HOT".
The range flag is located at the second gate imthithox adjacent to the flag pole.
Ensure that the range flag is taken down whenasiegerson leaves the range.

2. LOG BOOK:
Located in the same mailbox as the range flagedaf book. Please sign in and out when
using the range facilities.

3. _EYE AND HEARING PROTECTION:
While on the range and using range facilities ey lzearing protection is MANDATORY.

4. RIFLE RANGE:
The only location to fire rifles is on the riflemge.

5. PISTOL RANGE:
No rifles are to be fired on the pistol range. Fleel plates are designed only for pistol fire
and will not support rifle fire.

6. ADDITIONAL SAFETY REQUIREMENTS WHEN USING THE RANGE
Tell other shooters on the range that you wanhtxk your target before you go forward
(downrange).
Make sure that everyone using the range has urdcaat opened the action on firearms
before you check targets.
Do not pick-up or handle firearms if anyone is fard of you on the range.
Do not fire a firearm if anyone is forward of yon the range.
Only shoot in the direction of the range backstop.
Do not shoot at animals (ground squirrels, praiags, birds, deer, etc.)that may be on the
range.
Do not use glass/ plastic bottles or containe@ngrother non-approved targets on the range.
Armor piercing or tracer ammunition is not perndtte
Clean up after yourself and deposit all trash enfitoper containers on the range.

7. TARGET STANDARDS (FRAMES):
